	CircleMeeting times: We will do the following calendar activities, date, days of the week, months of the year and weather graph.

Everyday Math:  Word problems will be included during group times by using the Everyday Math cards. The children will learn new geometrical math terms and new vocabulary words.  
	ProjectionsProject Work: We will create jobs for the children that will earn them money.  At the end of the two weeks we will set up a store and allow children to purchase items by using their play money earned.

	ConstructionBlocksWoodworking: Measuring devices, such as a ruler and measuring tape.They will be able to measure the different size blocks. 
	Outdoor Centersexperiences: Using a stop watch time the children running, jumping, walking from point A to point B.
 
Experiment with amounts of sand in a bucket, which one has more? less? Which pail is heaver or lighter? 
	Language WorksWriting: New words will be introduced such as standard and non-standard units of measurements, area, volume, inches, and time. 



	Science Rocks: We will participate in a cooking project that alters physical properites

We will use a scale to weigh classroom objects.
	SensoryWaterSand: Water and sand will be added to the sensory table to give children an opportunity to use measuring utensils such as a cup and spoon.
	Enrichments Movement MattersOthers: Over and Under - children will stand in two lines and pass a ball or bean bag to the person behind them either over their head or under their legs.  The last person will then come up front and repeat till the first person is now last.  The first line to finish will yell DONE! We will time each group.  


	Math CountsManipulatives: We will make a class chart measuring all the children by height.  
	ArtSmart Centersexperiences: We will make paper airplanes and measure how far they fly,  and then record the results on a graph.


	Dramatic playHousekeeping: We will add play money and a cash register to the dramatic play center.
	READY for SCHOOL: Children will retell stories that have been read during circle time.
Children will work on sight words and writing numbers 1-20.
