Color word Recognition 
	ProjectionsProject Work: Each child will pick a vowel flower. Throughout the week they will add words that contain their vowel. At the end of the week we will distinguish which words have the short vowel sound and which have the long vowel sound by coloring the petals two different colors. 
	Language WorksBooksPrereading: The classroom will read books which have rhyming words in them. During and after reading these books, we will discuss what makes the words rhyme and what part the vowels play in these words. 
	21st Century Technology: We will be listening to the Vowels song by Preschool Prep Company. This song teaches the vowels as a, e, i, o, u, and sometimes y. 
	ConstructionBlocksWoodworking: The children will utilize this center to improve in their short term memory skills. One child will build a structure and then hide it inside a box while the other child will be encouraged to create the same structure. 
	Outdoor Centersexperiences: The students will participate in a vowel hunt! The teachers will create vowels with rocks, sticks, and draw them in the sand. The children will be encouraged to find the vowels and make their long and short sounds.
	Language WorksWriting: The students will receive a personal name puzzle and put it together. The vowels in their name will be highlighted. The children will be asked to count how many vowels are in their name. 
	Science Rocks: The children can pick an animal word family such as the cat, pig, dolphin, etc. They will say as many words in this word family as they can. They will describe the animal's characteristics and paint a picture.
	SensoryWaterSand: The children will make alphabet soup! The table will be filled with water and many foam alphabet letters. We will create words and seek out the vowels.
	Enrichments Movement MattersOthers: In the movement matters zone we will use the big and little lines as well as the big and little curves to make the vowel letters. We will then sing the vowel form of Apples and Bananas and dance with one another!
	Math CountsManipulatives: As a large group, we will graph how many vowels are in everyone's names. We will see if more names have one, two, three, four, or five vowels. Individually, the children will be asked to read the graph. 
	ArtSmart Centersexperiences: The children will make a vowel star. They will be encouraged to rummage through alphabet stickers and find all five vowels to make the points of their star! 

	Dramatic playHousekeeping: The children will improve their social skills in this center. They will do this by taking turns in conversations. The children will use this skill during groups and when speaking to each other. 
	READY for SCHOOL: The children will learn to use a color coded sentence maker. We will provide many words and the children will use their emergent reading skills to create the sentences as well as their color recognition skills.
